We are delighted to present the results of the 2024 Heathcote Wine Show. 

Thank you to presenting partner Interpack and all the sponsors for your support. 

Entries were comparable with 2023 which was pleasing given the challenging 2023 vintage. It
was particularly pleasing to see solid entries in the White Wine, Rose and Italian/Iberian
classes.

Chair of Judges Justin Purser commented on the high quality across all classes.

Almost 60% of wines entered were awarded a medal including 24 gold; a testimony to the
overall strength of the Heathcote region. 

The trophies across the classes went to a diverse range of wineries and Munari Wines scored a
great double winning Best White Wine with their 2023 Il Fresco Vermentino and the 2022 Next
Chapter Sangiovese winning the Chair’s Trophy.

Conforti Estate repeated their 2023 success with taking out the Best Young Shiraz trophy with
their 2021 Reserve Shiraz which subsequently went on to win Best Shiraz, Best Single Vineyard
and Wine of Show trophies. Congratulations to Andrew & Mellissa and well done in restoring
Shiraz to pride of place after 2 years of Grenache topping the Wine of Show honours.
 
This year was the third year of the Heathcote Wine of Provenance award. It was pleasing to
see entries from varietals other than Shiraz. However, it is also pleasing that the region’s
primary varietal triumphed with Devil’s Cave Vineyard taking the trophy with their 2023, 2021 &
2014 Shiraz - well done to Luke, Steve and team. 

I take this opportunity to thank Justin Purser for his leadership of the judging panel and
coordination of the Master Class that preceded the Show on Tuesday night. A special thanks
also to Warren Gibson from Bilancia & Trinity Hills in New Zealand and Tom Carson from
Heathcote Estate/Serrat/Yabby Lake for contributing their expertise to the masterclass.

A big thank you to Jo Moody and Chief Steward Richard Taylor and to all volunteers who
contributed to making the Show a success.

Congratulations to all medal winners and of course special congratulations to trophy winners
and to Devil’s Cave Vineyard for their success in winning the HWP.

We look forward to next year’s show continuing to showcase the quality and diversity of the
wines of the Heathcote Region.

We also had some impressive aged Shiraz, tasty Cabernets and a
mouth-watering selection of white wines. 

This year, we also introduced a "left-of-centre" class featuring alternative winemaking
techniques and quirky methods. We saw some really interesting results and I look forward
to seeing this class grow. Maybe in future years the Wine of Show may come from this
class.

Since I started judging here a few years ago, I’ve noted the quality of the wines getting
better and better. It’s always a treat to explore what Heathcote has to offer and see how
ithe region’s wines compare with the best in Australia.

I can’t wait to come back next year and see what new and exciting wines we’ll discover.
